To the Saints
“Do you not know that all of us who have been bap-
tized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death.” 
(Romans 6:3)

What do you think about baptism, Holy Baptism that 
is? Is it special? Why do you think it is special? What 
does it do? 

“People often diminish the significance of baptism 
by presuming that baptism is a hu-
man work. Of course, baptism is 
not very important if it is my work, 
effort, or offering. What we do is 
filth in comparison to what God 
works and does. Thus baptism will 
be held in high regard only where 
it is understood as God’s gracious 
work to give new birth through 
the washing of regeneration and 
renewing by the Holy Spirit. If Bap-
tism is truly by water and the Holy 
Spirit then it is so much greater 
than any human work because it 
is God’s gracious activity. … God’s 
works always do what God says they do. So faith in 
baptism is nothing other than faith in Christ; the death 
of Christ, the resurrection of Christ, which are received 
through baptism. All this is received through baptism 
by faith.” (Rev. Dr. Scott Murray, 12-12-22)

In the Large Catechism Luther likewise states, “It is of-
ten objected, ‘If baptism is itself a work and you say 
that works are of no use for salvation, what becomes 
of faith?’ To this you may answer: Yes, it is true that our 
works are of no use for salvation. Baptism, however, is 
not our work but God’s. God’s works are salutary and 
necessary for salvation, and they do not exclude but 

rather demand faith, for without faith they could not 
be grasped. Just by allowing the water to be poured 
over you, you do not receive baptism in such a manner 
that it does you any good. But it becomes beneficial to 
you if you accept it as God’s command and ordinance, 
so that, baptized in the name of God, you may receive 
in the water the promised salvation. This the hand can-
not do nor the body, but the heart must believe it. 

Thus you see clearly that baptism is not a work which 
we do but is a treasure which God gives 
us and faith grasps, just as the Lord Christ 
upon the cross is not a work but a trea-
sure comprehended and offers to us in the 
Word and received by faith. Therefore they 
are unfair when they cry out against us as 
though we preach against faith. Actually, 
we insist on faith alone as so necessary 
that without it nothing can be received or 
enjoyed.” (Luther’s Large Catechism, 4.35-
37)

The Imposition of Ashes
For nearly a thousand years, these words have been 
spoken to young and old alike as the sign of the cross is 
traced on their foreheads with ashes – the Imposition 
of Ashes, as it has come to be known.  During the last 
half of the 20th century, Lutherans have also begun to 
make use of this ancient rite, and indeed, it has been 
approved for use in the forthcoming Lutheran Service 
Book.  And so, as our catechism is prone to ask: “What 
does this mean?”  Where did this rite come from and 
how can it be used meaningfully in LCMS congrega-
tions today?

Ashes in the Bible
The Bible contains a number of references to ashes and 
dust(Joshua 7:6; 1 Samuel 1:2, 15:32; Job 2:12, 16:15; 
Jeremiah 25:34).  In fact, the Lord’s curse on Adam, 
“dust you are, and to dust you shall return”(Gen. 3:19) 
is echoed in the Imposition of Ashes formula.  In the 
New Testament, Jesus declares:  “Woe to you, Chorazin! 
Woe to you, Bethsaida! For if the mighty works done in 
you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have 
repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes.”  Thus, in the 
Bible, ashes carry a two-fold meaning:  as a sign of hu-
man mortality and as a sign of public repentance.

God’s Bounty
Mexicalispaghetti Bake
2 cups - 1/2 spaghetti noodles
1 pound ground chuck
1 large green pepper, minced
4 cups of diced tomatoes
1 Tablespoon salt
1 1/2 teaspoon chili powder
1 can of ripe pitted olives
1/4 cup olive oil (can omit)
1 large onion, minced
1 clove garlic (can omit)
2 cans of cream corn (about 2 1/2 cups)
1/4 teaspoon black pepper
1 teaspoon Worcestershire

Directions
Cook spaghetti as package directs, drain.  Start heating 
oven to 325 degrees.  Meanwhile, saute chuck in oil in 
skillet until partly browned.  Add onion, pepper, and 
garlic.  When chuck is browned, add spaghetti, toma-
toes, corn, salt, pepper, chili powder, Worcestershire, 
and olives.  Turn into two 1 1/2 quart casserole dishes.  
Bake for one hour covered.

Our identity defines us. Every decision we make, 
every action we take, and every temptation we face 
begins with who we are. In Christ we receive an iden-
tity uncompromised and secure.
(Matthew 4:1-11)
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Ashes in Church History
This understanding carried over into the early and me-
dieval church. Tertullian(ca.160-225) describes the use 
of sackcloth and ashes in the penance of an adulterer 
before his pastor.  Originally, ashes were reserved only 
for public penitents-i.e, murderers, adulterers and oth-
ers who had fallen away from the church but desired 
reconciliation. The beginning of Lent became a primary 
season of the church year for that to take place.

By the 12th century, ashes became associated with the 
beginning of Lent, thus providing the first day of Lent 
with its name, Ash Wednesday.  By the time of the Ref-
ormation, the Imposition was a mainstay of Lenten pi-
ety and practice.  However, Lutherans at the time of the 
Reformation did not choose to retain the Imposition of 
Ashes. Thus, although Lutherans began Lent with Ash 
Wednesday, they did not retain the use of ashes.

Ashes Today?
A contemporary Lutheran appropriation of the Imposi-
tion of Ashes should begin with the two-fold biblical 
understanding of ashes: as a sign of our mortality and 
as a sign of our repentance.  Likewise, the traditional 
formula, “You are dust, and to dust you shall return” is 
appropriate, since it paraphrases the words of God in 
the Garden of Eden.  By receiving the ashes, the wor-
shipper acknowledges that God’s judgment against our 
sin is right and just.  But the ashes are also made in the 
sign of the cross – the very instrument by which our 
Lord took upon himself the punishment for our sin, in 
our place.  Thus, the cross of ashes serves to remind 
us that we are sinners, and that Christ died for us sin-
ners.

The rite begins the service for Ash Wednesday, with 
the pastor calling the congregation to observe the holy 
season of Lent:  Dear Brothers and sisters of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, on this day the Church begins a holy sea-
son of prayerful and penitential reflection.  Our atten-
tion is especially directed to the holy sufferings and 
death of our Lord Jesus Christ.  From ancient times the 
season of Lent has been kept as a time of special de-
votion, self-denial, and humble repentance born of a 
faithful heart that dwells confidently on His Word and 
draws from it life and hope…

The congregation might join in praying the ancient Lit-
any, or it may conclude with prayers.  When the Litany 
or prayers conclude, the pastor and assistants receive 
ashes first, followed by the congregation.  Using the 
right thumb, the pastor or assistant places the ashes 
on the forehead of each person, saying, “Remember 
that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.”

So what happens after you leave Ash Wednesday with 
those ashes on your forehead?  The first thing that 
happens is that you go out into the world where oth-
ers will see that cross on your forehead.  Your silent 
witness has been given; you have been marked as one 
redeemed by Christ crucified.

But the other thing that happens is that you will even-
tually go home and wash those dirty ashes off your 
face.  And doesn’t that water also become a concrete, 
tactile reminder of the water of your baptism, where 
your sins were washed away forever? God’s grace 
abounds!

Hello from Ron Lange in Ethiopia 
Monday, January 16, I received a phone call from Ron.  
He wanted me to tell everyone that he has arrived 
safely and is in a safe town.

Procedures have changed since the last time he was 
here.  He visited the prison and measured for the paint-
ing; however, he had to gift $350 to the prisoners and 
the guards to get in.  The money went towards soap, 

and Ron said they can use it for their body or clothes.  
Some of the prisoners don’t even have clothes, and 
they sleep naked without any blankets on a dirt floor.

He has purchased lumber for the frames, but is hard to 
make a decent frame when the lumber isn’t straight.

Communication has been difficult.  He will be calling 
me again in a couple of weeks.  Until next time.
